Need of the Activity: Absence of steady work and income at kuruvattoor
Brief Description (Need/Impact/Action/Picture (if any)):

Integrated fish farming is a sustainable and holistic approach that combines various aquaculture activities
with other agricultural practices to maximize resource utilization, improve efficiency, and enhance overall
farm productivity. The areas of intervention in integrated fish farming typically include
1. Fish Farming: The primary focus of integrated fish farming is the production of fish.
2. Crop Farming: Integrating fish farming with crop production . Crops like, vegetables, and fruits were
grown alongside fish ponds or tanks. Fish waste served as a natural fertilizer for these crops, and the crops
provided shade and reduced water temperature for the fish.
3. Training and Capacity Building: Farmers are given training and knowledge to successfully implement
integrated fish farming practices. Extension services and capacity-building programs were also given.
4. Water Resource Management: Proper water management practices were implemented, including
efficient water use and conservation, for the sustainability of integrated fish farming.

Integrated fish farming contributes to SDG 2 by promoting sustainable aquaculture practices that can
enhance food security and nutrition. Fish farming provides a source of high-quality protein and essential

nutrients, helping to improve dietary diversity and combat malnutrition, particularly in communities




where access to diverse and nutritious food is limited.
